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De Portola Middle School serves the area of Tierrasanta and Murphy Canyon. The school was built to respond to the growth
in the community during the late 1970s and early 1980s to provide better education to resident students by easing
overcrowding. The campus was designed in the modern architectural style of the homes in Tierrasanta. It soon became one
of the largest middle schools in the district with an averaging 950-1000 student enroliment.

The school campus consists of 12 permanent buildings for classrooms, administrative offices, library and media center,
multipurpose room, PE with gymnasium and food services, 17 portable classrooms and a lunch court shelter. All of these
structures are approximately 89,000 square feet of space. The exterior portion of the campus has colorful playgrounds and
asphalt play areas for Physical Education, as well as an amphitheater utilized by staff for student gatherings.
