Project Improvements to Support Student Learning and Instruction
e Provide 21° century technology upgrades, including audiovisual projection
capabilities for all students
e Provide awireless network (WIFI)

School Improvements to Support Student Health, Safety and Security

e Replace obsolete fire alarm and emergency communications system

e Renovate food service area, including cafeteria, and provide new food kiosks
and covered exterior dining spaces to increase service efficiency and provide
healthier food choices

¢ Install security lighting, as well as increase vandalism and intrusion safeguards,
including modifications to fencing and gates, to secure site

e Remove or minimize risks of any potentially hazardous material throughout the
facility

e Retrofit/install educational spaces with a new heating, ventilation, and air-
conditioning system

e Develop new student drop-0ff and pick-up areas away from bus loading zone
and improve pedestrian circulation on site

Projects to Improve School Accessibility, Code Compliance Upgrades

¢ Renovate existing restrooms and locker rooms

e Renovate gym, including new bleachers, to meet accessibility regulations

e Improve accessibility to all classrooms, labs, restrooms, and other school
facilities to comply with accessibility regulations, including ADA Titles | & Il

e Install grease trap and three-compartment sink in kitchen

e Renovate old bleachers, including press box, and upgrade fields, track and path
of travel for safe use and compliance with accessibility regulations

e Repair/replace/remove old portable classrooms

e Provide accessible restrooms and ticket booths for stadium

e Provide accessible weight room/fithess space

Major Building Systems Repair/Replacement
e Repair/replace deteriorated plumbing and sewer systems as needed
¢ Repair site sidewalks and concrete areas as needed
e Repair/upgrade building interiors, exteriors, finishes and fixtures as needed
¢ Replace aging wiring and upgrade electrical systems, including repair of exterior
lighting where needed
e Repair ramps, stairs, floors, and walls as needed
e Repair/replace/upgrade performance spaces

+ Replace cracked/broken exterior concrete and infrastructure
Repair deteriorated interior and exterior finishes and fixtures
Door, window, hardware repairs or replacement
Repair, replace plumbing and deteriorated sewer systems

Replace roof systems that are beyond their useful life
Replace synthetic turf at football field
Replace vinyl flooring and tile
Replacement of old light fixtures and fluorescent light ballasts
Resurfacing and grading of decomposed granite playgrounds and fields
Upgrade damaged, deteriorated asphalt parking lots and playground surfaces
