e Improve accessibility to all classrooms, labs, restrooms, and other school
facilities to comply with accessibility regulations, including ADA Titles | & Il

e Install three-compartment sink in kitchen

e Renovate/reconstruct stadium bleachers, including a new press box with
elevator, storage and accessible concessions

e New surfaces for fields and track for safe use and compliance with accessibility
regulations

e Repair hard court and tennis court surfaces

e Provide new accessible restrooms for stadium

e Develop visitor entrance to stadium with accessible path of travel and new ticket
booth and add parking as space allows
